For 
some unknown reason he 
was never challenged by 
the authorities of the day, 
but eventually he stopped 
on his own accord.  Thatôs 
passion for you, but donôt 
try that nowadays, weôd 
probably land up in Jail!

The South African Minister 
of Communications 
delivered his budget vote 
speech in Parliament on 
31 May 2011 and high-
lighted the need to 
optimise the radio 
frequency spectrum to

is a strategic natural scarce 
resource at our disposal to 
effect changes in the 
provision of electronic 
communications service at 
a faster rate.  Licensed 
entities unable to account 
for their use of the 
allocated radio frequency 
spectrum may forfeit their 
rights in terms of the law.  
We are prepared to amend 
the law to ensure efficient 
utilisation of the radio 
ŦǊŜǉǳŜƴŎȅ ǎǇŜŎǘǊǳƳΣέ ǎŀƛŘ 
the Minister. 

Our VHF, UHF and SHF 
bands are being targeted 
on all fronts for reallocation 
to government and 
commercial users, and to 
complicate matters even 
further, the HF bands are 
being targeted at 
international level with new 
forms of digital commercial 
communication. 

Unfortunately, it is no 
longer in vogue for the 
authorities to protect 
Amateur Radio resources 
and we are mostly left to 
fend for ourselves.  The 
establishment of new 

technologies is 
responsible for the 
interest in our bands, yet 
new technologies also 
offer us the means to 
defend our territory.  We 
now have the facilities to 
occupy the threatened 
spectrum with all kinds of 
new and interesting 
modes and technology.  
The ball is in our court. 

While pondering this 
situation, my thoughts 
wandered to words 
penned thirteen years ago 
and are just as valid today.  
David Sumner K1ZZ, 1998 
Executive Vice President of 
the ARRL, wrote the 
following: 

When future generations 
study the history of the 
twentieth century, they 
will find quite a list of 
ways in which it 
influenced their world.  
Electronic communication 
will be high on the list.  
Electronic communication 
was a nineteenth-century 
innovation, but its 
influence on society was 
quite limited until radio 
communication came of 
age in the twentieth 
century.  Once every 
household could have a 
radio, the concepts of 
time and distance were 
altered forever. 

Even so, future historians 
will note that with one 
outstanding exception, 
control of the channels of 
communication remained 
almost exclusively in the 
hands of governments and 
a few corporations for 
most of the twentieth 
century.  Ordinary people 
received information 

electronically, but were 
very limited as to how and 
to whom they could send 
it. 

The outstanding exception 
is, of course, Amateur 
Radio.  For most of the 
century we have enjoyed 
a virtual monopoly on 
being able to 
communicate worldwide 
without an intermediary.  
For that matter, we still 
do.  However, in recent 
years the cost of using 
intermediaries has 
dropped to the point 
where it is hardly a 
limiting factor, and no 
longer depends on the 
distance being bridged or 
the number of parties to 
the communication.  
When the international 
radio regulations 
governing Amateur Radio 
were first drafted in 1927, 
some countries were 
adamant about protecting 
ǘƘŜ άǇǳōƭƛŎ ǘŜƭŜƎǊŀǇƘ 
ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜέ ŦǊƻƳ ŀƳŀǘŜǳǊ 
competition. 

It is difficult to imagine a 
similar concern arising 
today.  Now, when you 
send an email message or 
a fax or even when you 
pick up the telephone, you 
seldom think about the 
incredibly complex and 
expensive infrastructure 
that is at your 
command.  What 
remains special about 
Amateur Radio is that 
we can communicate 
without such an 
infrastructure.

W A T T S  U P ?      
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Still, there is no denying 
the shift in our relative 
position in the 
telecommunications 
firmament.  As the new 
century approaches, 
telecommunications 
technology is advancing all 
around us at a dizzying 
pace ς and the process of 
change has barely begun.  
¸ƻǳ ŎŀƴΩǘ ǇƛŎƪ ǳǇ ŀ 
newspaper without seeing 
ads for digital cellular and 
PCS phones.  All across the 
country, television 
stations are preparing to 
deliver digital TV signals to 
their audiences.  Cable 
companies have begun 
supplying residential 
customers with Internet 
hook-ups that run an 
order of magnitude faster 
than telephone modems, 
and the phone companies 
are racing to compete.  
Billions of dollars are 
being invested in new 
satellite systems that will 
expand the global 
information village into 
literally every corner on 
the surface of our planet.  
What is the proper 
relationship between 
Amateur Radio and this 
new technology?  There 
are several possible 
answers, none of them 
necessarily right or wrong 
ς but your own answer 
tells a lot about you. 

aŀƴȅ ŀƳŀǘŜǳǊǎ ŀǊŜƴΩǘ ŀƭƭ 
that interested in using 
new technology in 
Amateur Radio.  Dyed-in-
the-wool Luddites are rare 
in our midst; more 
common are those who 
simply want to use their 
free time to escape from 

the technology that 
confronts them every day 
at work, or who revere 
older ways of doing things 
because of the values they 
represent.  Is there 
anything wrong with that?  
Absolutely not.  You can 
find parallels in virtually 
every field of human 
endeavour.  It is a 
common misconception 
that only older people feel 
this way; in fact, the belief 
that the quality of life is 
not measured by a 
technological yardstick 
cuts across generational 
lines. 

For others, the 
opportunity for hands-on 
experience with current 
technology is what keeps 
them interested.  Where 
else but in Amateur Radio 
can you build and operate 
your own satellite ground 
station ς or for that 
matter, your own 
satellite?  Where else can 
you explore alternatives to 
commercial 
telecommunications 
systems?  These amateurs 
hold that using new 
technology is good for its 
own sake, and chafe at 
regulations and practices 
that tend to perpetuate 
the status quo.  Again, 
there is absolutely nothing 
wrong with their point of 
view. 

In the middle, and perhaps 
deserving of more 
attention than it normally 
receives, is the view that 
new technology should be 
actively embraced 
whenever it can address 
and solve existing 

problems in Amateur Radio.  
With the possible exception 
of the newer HF digital 
modes, mainstream 
Amateur Radio activity is 
not yet taking full 
advantage of what 
technology has to offer. 

By itself, the fact that every 
other radio communication 
service is shifting from 
ŀƴŀƭƻƎǳŜ ǘƻ ŘƛƎƛǘŀƭ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ 
mean we have to follow 
suit ς but what could we 
accomplish if we did?  
Conceivably, we could 
make it a lot more difficult 
for antisocial types to jam 
and abuse repeaters and 
nets.  We could reduce 
frequency coordination 
conflicts and barriers to 
new repeaters in congested 
areas.  We could share our 
creativity with one another 
more effectively, through 
multimedia.  Groups of 
amateurs having different 
interests could share 
common resources, such as 
good repeater sites, 
without getting in one

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Rob has been accumulating his 

station for thirty eight years and it 

utilizes equipment ranging from 

1970's hand built valve technology 

through to the state-of-the-art micro-

processor controlled equipment, all 

working in relative harmony. 

The main station is an ICOM IC-7600 

HF transceiver feeding a Griefkit, 

oops, I mean Heathkit SB200 ampli-

fier. For occasional satellite work 

Rob uses an ancient ICOM IC-271E 

all mode transceiver for 2 meters 

and a more modern Yaesu FT857D 

for 70 centimetres. PSK31 is Rob's 

favourite mode and he uses a Tiger-

tronics USB sound card modem with 

Ham Radio Deluxe software. 

The antenna system consists of a 9 meter crank up 

tower, (hand built by the original ZS1SA, the late Bill 

Venter) which because of the extreme winds in 

University Estate, is usually kept at the 6 meter 

height. The tower supports a Cushcraft MA-5B seven 

band rotatable yagi.  Also on the tower is the 

Cushcraft Oscar Pack, consisting of crossed yagis for 

2 meters and 70 centimetres (at a fixed elevation 

angle) along with a Larsen dual band vhf-uhf 5/8 

wave vertical at the very top of the 

mast for local FM work. A standard 40 

meter dipole on a separate mast 

completes the small antenna farm. 

  

The sign on the wall of Rob's shack 

is from an old Hallicrafters 

advertisement in the December 

1963 issue of QST which Rob feels 

is as pertinent today as it was 

almost fifty years ago.
